City of Richland Parks and Recreation Update (Jan Davis)


•
Al and Jan attended a meeting with Phil Pinard on April 11.


•
Phil has been very support of our group’s efforts and is committed to seeing this project to completion.  Thank you Phil!


•
The $30,000 funding will be used to cover irrigation system installation, hydro-seeding, large contractor services, cement pads.  The $16,000 donation will be used to cover trees and other amenities with the possibility of two gazebos.


•
Irrigation system installation should be completed by the end of May.


•
They are looking into the appropriate mulch/organic material to spread prior to hydro-seeding.


•
Large trees will be placed randomly with two located in the small dog area and four or more in the large dog area.  They should be planted by early June.


•
Cement pads will be installed at each entrance, under each picnic table, at the water mister and in a semi-circle at the main entrance where the memorial bricks will be placed.


•
Main entrance will be located on the east side of the park with small dog area entry just to the right.


•
Parking will be on the east and south sides of the park.


•
Additional picnic tables will be placed outside the fenced area.


•
The possibility of the Society leasing the dog park was discussed which would allow the Society to enforce rules, set hours of operation, etc.  The parks department will take care of maintenance.  Liability issues and insurance costs, etc. must be investigated.


•
Board will review dog park rules and make changes as needed.  A copy of the current rules were provided for Phil and he will schedule the appropriate meetings in order to have the rules reviewed, voted upon, and adopted by the city.  Upon completion of this process, the city will post rules signs at the dog park.


•
Further discussion is necessary regarding children in the dog park.  We need to look into how other municipalities handle this restriction in their rules.


•
The park ranger will be more available to us in the future and two seasonal rangers will be available during the summer months.

Portions of the current fencing will need to be pulled in order to install gates.
