City of Richland Parks and Recreation Update (Al White)

· Al, Jan, Alexandria and Christopher met with Phil to discuss memorial bricks, etc.

· Discussed sod vs seed

· Seed will require considerable time to establish itself

· May impact timeframe for opening permanent location

· Cannot afford top soil

· Hydro-seed contract is already signed but would still have them prepare the soil

· Sod would be ready to run on almost immediately

· Sod will cost more

· Everyone agreed sod would be best option

· Sod placement should be completed in two days

· Irrigation installation

· Will begin within the next 2 weeks – Phil will inform

· Contract includes placement of concrete pads

· Additional Funds

· City of Richland may have funds to cover some of the additional costs

· In December, “Partnership” matching funds may become available for shelters, trees, etc.

· Summer Mowing Schedule

· Could be posted – Phil will let us know schedule

· Toys need to be picked up weekly, prior to mowing

· Park Rules

· Final draft is a combination of the City’s version and ours

· Should pass as commissioners are in agreement

· Sign is posted

· Board members asked to attend Parks Commission if they are available

· Picnic table is now positioned outside the fence at the temporary dog park

· Phil was contacted by a very large group looking for a volunteer project

· New water park at Badger Mountain Community Park

· Parents using the water park have told dog park users that they cannot walk their dogs on the sidewalk

· The water park has a rule that pets are not allowed within 20 feet of the concrete pad

· Teresa measured the distance - both sections of sidewalk bordering the concrete pad are over 30 feet from the pad

· Teresa indicated she would be at the park the following Sunday or Monday to do fence repair

· Two fence top sections are behind the memorial stone and will be placed during the work
